HOREX by Bruce Walker 
 
I walked around the corner into the square of a little Dutch village and there it was. The owner was 
kicking it over and was obviously about to leave. I rushed up camera in hand and asked him if he 
spoke English and what his bike was. He told me it was a 398cc Horex single, bought new in 1953 

by his father and now owned by 
him. 

 
Horex was a German company 
which started producing motorcycles 
in 1923 at Bad Homburg. The parent 
factory produced glassware under 
the name Rex so the name �Horex� 
was formed from the words 
Homburg and Rex. During the 1930s 
some technically advanced designs 
were produced with overhead chain 
driven camshafts and four valves per 
cylinder. After 1945 Horex were the 
first German company allowed to 
manufacture motorcycles over 
250cc. The Horex name was sold on 

in the late 1970s and mopeds with Sachs engines were produced.  
 
As you can see from the photos, the engine is quite a sophisticated affair with a four valve head and 
overhead camshaft. The gearbox appears to be in unit with the engine, with a rocking gear pedal 
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and nicely enclosed final rear chain drive. Only the plunger type rear suspension gives a clue to the 
bike�s age. 
 

 
The owner�s lady friend was very beautiful but
