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RIDE  REPORTS 
 
W.A. AUGUST RUN by Lindsay Mills 
 
Our monthly run for August couldn�t have been better, weather beautiful, blue sky no wind. 
Seven of us met at the pub in Armadale Perth.  Norton John on his Electra, Vic on his Electra now 
fitted with nice new panniers and topbox, Dave and Farra on there Electra, Mike on his Classic 
Bullet with starter motor and Bun breather system and Roslyn and me on our Classic Bullet with no 
self starter and my breather system fitted. 
 
The salesman said, �Nah mate � don�t order that kick star t one.- Ya get to my age and ya knees are 
shagged. - (I had at least fifteen years on him ) - Buy the self starter one ya wont regret it.�   But no 
- I was set on the kick start one. It duly arrived and my man decided he should show me how to 
kickstart a 500 single. Six, seven, twenty seven kicks. He sweats heavily, thirty seven.  Frustration 
and pain in his shagged knee was now evident. Checks petrol, checks tap on, fiddles with choke 
thirty more kicks. Exhausted, eyes glazed - aaah bugger the cut out switch is on.  Click, kick, blat 
blat she starts. Pride restored. He limps away. 
 
I owned Vincents for twenty years and developed an intuition and feel to kick starting them, 
though its fair to say they were not fitted with cut out switches like the Enfields either. So I’m very 
happy with the Royal Enfield I chose. 
 
Gidgieganup was our goal today, threading our way through the hills in the Darling Ranges which 
lie to the North of Perth. It�s a major catchment area for Perth�s water supply. It’s also Royal 
Enfield country. 
 
Wiffle down the hill 5th to 4h to 3rd set up for the tight curve and accelerate up the next hill using 
the torque that only big singles have.  Roslyn anticipating nicely keeping her weight centred, allows 
the Enfield to track exactly on line.  I’m in awe of how relaxed she is. If I was on the pillion I’d be a 
rigid wreck. 
Spring is coming beautiful pink and white blossoms dot the country side. Honkey nuts are falling 
off the trees. On curves, hitting them skips the bike off line. I hate honkey nuts. Line astern we wind 
our way around this beautiful part of Perth. We stop at Mundering Weir lookout. The water level 
held back by the dam is noticeably higher than last year. It’s deep green, reflecting the bush 
surrounding the lake. 
 
Gidgieganup lies about 50km from Perth central. It�s cafe pr ides it self on ifs home made pies.  It 
was nice sitting in the sun having a feed and drink, and chatting with our companions.  We struck 
up conversation with other bikies and we all trooped out to study their 250 V twin Suzuki and a 
China built bike beautifully finished, with radio, cd player and automatic drive: $5000 new. 
 
I envied the disc brakes. - My Enfield brakes have been a constant trial. They simply didn�t work at 
all when I purchased it. The linings were as hard as moon rock. I Changed them, Skimming drums, 
micro adjusting - low speed braking is now a two finger operation. At speed, however, an elusive 
snatching still persists. It is work in progress to sort this out. 
The Electra boys superior attitude with reference their disc setup is ignored of course. 
An interesting day. Our next run will possibly be a coastal cruise to take in the Indian ocean views.  
We will see how we all feel on the day.

Team Enfield Taree got back today Saturday, 13 September 2008, from a six day 2025km ride to 
Bourke and Lightening Ridge on their thrusty 350cc Royal Enfields. We rode for five days with one 
day of rest/sightseeing, averaging over 400km per day.

I was born in Orange NSW in 1950 and spent the next 28 years of my life there until moving to 
Wagga for work reasons in 1978. I left school in 1966 and got a job as a trainee teller in the NSW 

bank. This lasted for three months until the bank and I both 
agreed that working in a bank was a waste of my talents 
(anyway, that�s how I choose to remember it). I was lucky 
enough at this time to score an apprenticeship with the 
Electricity Commission of NSW, now called Transgrid, as an 
electrical fitter mechanic and have remained working for this 
organisation ever since (42 years). My interest in biking was 
kindled when I started work at the age of 16 and acquired, for 
the princely sum of $30, a 500cc AJS/Matchless single. It 
was a bitsa but it went and I loved the sound and feel of that 
big old motor thumping along. Unfortunately it didn�t even 

last long enough for me to get my �Ls�. An oil pipe bet ween the oil tank and the motor fell off 
causing complete destruction of the motor. My second bike was a Honda 50 step thru. I got my 
licence on it and rode it everywhere. It used to regularly carry me the 22 miles between my 
girlfriend Joy�s (now wife and pictured above!)  house and back and just about every other place I 
needed or wanted to go. It cruised at 35mph and never broke down. It was still going strong when I 
sold it with 12,000 miles on the clock. I loved that little bike. It didn�t go fast but it was reliable and 
after years on a pushbike a top speed of 42mph was a real buzz! 
 
There followed a succession of bikes which included a Triumph 250cc single,  an RD250 Yamaha, 
an XS750cc Yamaha triple, a Honda DOHC 450cc twin, a Honda S90 and a selection of Honda 
250cc Dreams. All lived together in a single garage 
(sorta reminds me of Mick & Helen�s garage at 
Bungendore and the bikes that all live together there) 
and were started and run religiously every two weeks.  
The picture of the Honda dream on the right is 
indicative of all my bikes � black and chrome and 
nothing in between. 
 
Just before moving to Wagga in �78 I purchased a 
1949 JAWA 350cc twin for $90. It was a basket case 
but complete. The motor was in excellent condition 
but all of the body work and frame had been bent, dented and twisted in a collision. Several months 
after buying the JAWA my wife and I went to Adelaide on a short holiday and while there I 
managed to pick up a complete bike, less motor, in good condition for $25 at one of those quaint 
little bikes shops that don�t exist anymore. It was hanging from the rafters with a bunch of other bits 
and pieces. The JAWA taught me to spray automotive paint, apply pin striping by hand and build 
spoke wheels from scratch.  
 
The JAWA, along with all the rest were all sold in the early 80�s as we attempted to raise the 
deposit for a five acre block with room for a pool and a pony. Several years later at the Wagga show 
I saw the Honda Dream pictured above receive the prize for �best Japanese bike in show�.  The 
bloke who bought it from me took full credit for the restoration � I don�t know if I was annoyed or 
flattered? 
 
To complement the pool and pony I picked up a 90cc postie bike for the kids to run around the five 
acre block on.  It was rough but registered and I rode it from Wagga to Orange and back on several 
occasions when my dad was crook. It was indestructible and could cruise at 80 - 90kph for hour 
after hour with the throttle jammed fully against the stop.  It was finally sold to friends of my wife 
when the kids left home.

The following few years were a motorcycling drought as the kids went through uni and the wife and 
I came to terms with our careers � no time or money f or motorbikes 
 
In 2004 while driving past Jetsport in Wollongong I caught my first glimpse of an RE Bullet. It was 
sitting on the footpath all shiny black and chrome. I knew immediately what it was and I knew 
immediately that I wanted one. Some clandestine research led me to Motociclo in Sydney where 
John did his very best to talk me out of buying one � how do es this bloke make any money? I 
assured John that I knew what I was in for and two weeks later picked up my new 500cc Deluxe in 
the work ute and took it back to Wagga. Lucky for me that I didn�t attempt to ride it back as the 
Bullet would not have made it.  It took 5000km to sort out all the usual bugs and except for the split 
petrol tank which revealed itself the first time I filled it up I never pursued any warranty claims. 
Most of the things that broke were minor and cheap and I chose to use better quality stuff sourced 
from Hitchcock�s in England rather than replace like with like (if you know what I mean). 
 
Why did I buy the Bullet? Bruce Kirkwood asked me this very question at Bungendore. My answer 

was that it reminded me of my first bike, the 
AJS/Matchless hybrid.  Maybe I was wrong! Looking at 
the photos of my previous bikes it struck me how much 
my Bullet resembles the JAWA with its single seat, 
black livery with pin stripes, headlight nacelle with 
speedo and triangular tool boxes - although compared to 
the JAWA my Bullet is a fairly complicated piece of 
machinery. 
 
Would I do it again? The answer is yes! For all its 
teething problems and perceived shortcomings the 

Bullet is FUN. It does not demand much of the rider and providing it is treated with a modicum of 
respect, provides a reliable and economical means of transport. The motor does not need to be 
thrashed to provide an acceptable level of forward progress and the way it pulls up hill in response 
to a tweak of the throttle is most satisfying.  
 
I also enjoy the online club forum and participation in the several rallies I have managed to attend - 
everyone I have met so far seems to share my enthusiasm for both Royal Enfields and intoxicating 
beverages. 
 
My next bike? Dunno? I�m seriously interested in one of those new Moto Guzzi 750cc Classics that 
are due out any day now (nostalgia rears its head again) but I would find it very hard to part with 
the Bullet. 
 
Anyway, as Craig says, �Cheers and Beers� and see you al l at the Talbingo Rally

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FREDRICK GARLAND 

 
(N.S.W. AUSTRALIA) 

Bestowed with the Rank of Knight of the Illustrious Order of Merit 
 

For his services to the Royal Enfield Riders and Associations. Fred has been riding, repairing and restoring 
motorcycles since he was 15 years old. For much of that time motorcycles, solos and outfits, were the 
preferred form of transport for Fred and his family. At 15 he had the opportunity to ride a 500cc 12 upswept 
exhaust Royal Enfield. That ride was to have lasting impression on Fred and endeared him to Royal Enfields 
to the extent that, nearly 60 years later he still owns and regularly rides Royal Enfields. That�s not to say that 
over his lifetime Fred has only had Royal Enfields. At some stage or other he has owned, ridden or worked 
on every known make, from models made in Western Europe and Asia to the USA. Fred can tell you the 
good points and bad about all of them and tell you how to get them to run better along the way.  
 
In spite of this exposure to other makes Fred still prefers Royal Enfields for their reliability, economy, comfort 
and ease of maintenance. At some time or other Fred has owned singles and twins of all capacities, but if 
you asked him his preferred bike he would choose a 350cc over all the others.  
 
Following the 500cc, 12 Fred bought a 500cc Royal Enfield twin in 1951 but very soon after found himself a 
350 single. His love affair with the 350cc models has gone on for 55 years. Over that period Fred has gone 
on many a long trip throughout New South Wales, Queensland, Victoria and South Australia. His last big tour 
followed the route taken by the Redex trials and covered a distance of 2,500 miles in 10 days.
