RALLY REPORT-WEST WYALONG-NOVEMBER 2007  
by William Rice, West Wyalong Rally Director 2007.   
 
NOTE: I have written this report in a way that will assist other Rally Directors organise future 
rallies. 
 
We needed a minimum of 20 entrants to make a Rally worth while and in the case of West Wyalong 
2007, given that we were holding the 2007 AGM on the same weekend, I was of the opinion that we 
should reach the quota. I drafted a Rally Entry Form designed to collect the necessary details on 
riders pillions and bikes, with an entry fee of $20 per machine. I estimated that the entry fee would 
cover the cost of providing a lunch, rally badges, trophies and incidentals. Of the 20 plus bikes in the 
rally less than half submitted a rally entry form. The other half indicated they were attending the 
AGM but not the rally. This made it difficult to forecast actual numbers for badges, lunch etc. If I 
run a rally in future I will insist that all entrants complete an entry form, otherwise they will not be 
part of the event. 
 
Fred Garland and I rode round the chosen route, which was about 250km long, on the Friday to 
ensure that the course was practical for this event and that our nominated timing was correct. We 
estimated that we could be at the lunch stop at 12.30pm provided that we left on time at 9.00am. I 
called the entrants to a briefing at 8.30am and outlined the route we were taking, the first leg being 
from West Wyalong to Lake Carjellico. I told the assembled group that we would arrive in Lake 
Carjellico at 10.30 and have a half hour break before starting out at 11am on the next leg to our 
lunch venue, Weethallie, via Rankin Springs. I went on to explain that after lunch the bikes would be 
judged and that, following judging, we would return to West Wyalong as the final leg of the rally. I 
offered an alternative to those that thought the ride was too long after a hard night, ie at 12.00 ride to 
Weethallie for lunch.  
 



I told the group that Margaret Tricker had kindly agreed to drive behind the group as pick up in case 
of breakdown, and that David Pickersgill was the first aid officer for the day. I went over the details 
of the ride three times in an attempt to ensure that all present were clear on where they were going. 
As I spoke I took note of the entrants who were not paying attention. I asked

About 50km out on the Lake Carjellico road I was following Bruce Walker when his bike broke 
down.

At 11.00 we left as planned for Weethallie via Rankin Springs, arriving for our lunch at the 
designated time. While the majority of the group were having lunch a few of us organised the bikes 
into their respective groups for judging. This would have been avoided if entry forms were filled out 
by all. This done we joined the rest for the excellent lunch put on by Katherine McDonald and her 
CWA group. Katherine had advertised our coming to Weethallie using posters around the village 
and invited the locals to join us for lunch at a nominal fee. All profit for the day went to the local
