JOHN SHARPE 
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RIDE  REPORTS 
 
WA by Bullet Electra � Jeff Cole. 
27th FEB 2010. 
 
The trip 
 
Cheryl and I set out from Alice Springs on 27th February 2010 
on our Electras with 7 other members (1 on her Ls) of the 
Central Deserts Branch of the Ulysses Club on 6 bikes for the 
Ulysses AGM in Albany, WA. 
 
Heavy rain was predicted for the next few days alhough it was 
only overcast at our departure.  All went well until we stopped 
for fuel 200km from home when Cheryl discovered her tail 
bag was missing.  The two of us turned back to look for it and 
ran into torrential rain. We were soon soaked through and 
didn’t find the bag. 
 
We caught up with the others at our first night’s stop (620km 
including our detour) where we dried out our gear by lighting 
the gas fire and running the air conditiner all night in our very 
stuffy motel room. 
 
Day 2 saw an improvement in the weather although there were still some light showers about and 
strong head winds which made riding very tiring.  Luckily it was a short day of only 405km with 
our night spent  at Glendambo.  The bikes were running well and keeping up with the others, who 
were, admittedly, just loping along at about 90km/h.  The longest stretch between fuel stops is 
between Coober Pedy and Glendambo � 254km.  We borrowed som e fuel from one of our group 
who had a trailer as the head wind was playing havoc with the fuel consumption.  We have done 
this stretch before without any problem. 
 
Next day was a 435km run to Kimba with a lunch break in Pt Augusta.  The last 20km before Pt 
Augusta was very gusty with very strong head winds buffetting us unmercifully.  
 
Penong was our next overnight stop; a short day of 383km and probably the only day without head 
or cross wind.  The weather was perfect for riding.  As we had a long day of 604km to Madura 
everyone decided to up the speed to 100km/h.  My cycle speedo indicated we were still only going 
about 95km/h and the Electra felt it could easily have done the full 100km/h and more all day.  We 
started seeing more bikes on the road (usually at servos and passing us).  Some of the servos had 
upwards of 60 bikes refuelling both bikes and riders. 
 
Norseman was our next overnighter where Cheryl and I stayed in a quaint old fashioned 
accommodation hotel.  The place was huge but the rooms were upstairs.  We had a spa room and 
secure parking for the bikes.  We had changed our plans and split from the group to stay in 
Esperence.  Once again there were many bikes there with the caravan park filled with tents and 
trailers. 
 
Because of a late start and 479km to Albany we arrived late, riding into the setting sun.  Riding 
through open forrest was like riding in strobe light.  And, of course, I got lost in Albany and we had 
to turn around before finding our motel. We’d been on the road for 8 days.  At Ravensthorp we met 
a bloke who knew Bruce and Cynthia and I got their mobile number off him. 
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There were about 3200 bikes in Albany for the AGM so everywhere we went there were bikes and 
riders.  We did one organised ride, otherwise we pottered around (although we did hire a car)  We 
were able to catch up with Bruce and Cynthia and we were able to have a look at a G5.  I didn’t 
think I would like the G5 but, to my surprise, I did.  I saw a couple of Urals and one green Bullet. 
 
 
 
After the week of the AGM festivities we headed to a retreat in Kendenup (2 nights), a caravan park 
in Denmark (1 night and a beautiful town � we talked of reti rement), a retreat in Walpole (3 nights), 
a motel in Augusta (1 night) a spa resort in Yallingup (4 nights) before getting to friend’s in Perth. 
 
The whole south west of WA is covered in lateritic gravel nodules not unlike dfferent sized ball 
bearings so leaving the bitumen is like riding on ice.  Cheryl had a few scares across the Eyre 
Highway as she can only touch the ground with her toes.  She had chosen to stay at a resort out of 
Walpole for 3 nights.  When I looked at the map it showed about 2 km of gravel into the resort.  
About half way along the road I had just crossed a one lane bridge covered in the stuff when I 
looked in the mirror to see Cheryl slide off the road at the bridge and towards the creek.  I managerd 
to turn around without coming off and went back to help extract the bike from the table drain.  No 
harm done but Cheryl’s nerves were shattered.  We made it to the resort through some more deep 
marbles but the thought of riding back over the gravel road haunted us for 3 days.  We got out OK. 
 
Once we got to the sanctuary of our friend’s place in the hills of Perth we had ridden approximately 
5150km and Cheryl had had enough and as Cheryl wasn’t enjoying herself  I wasn’t either 
(remember the saying �If she’s happy, I’m happy?).  We decided to put the bikes on a truck and fy 
home, which is what we did a week later.  But that is another story. 
 
 
The bikes 
 
In the rain when we were looking for Cheryl’s lost bag her bike stopped.  I checked the fuses and  
kill switch and was mystified as to why it wouldnt start.  I decided to check the spark plug and 
under the cap was a pebble stopping the cap from pushing onto the plug.  How it got under the cap 
is a total mystery as the bike was running until she stopped. 
In Albany I replaced Cheryl’s chain and she bought a new seat bag to replace the lost one.  I had 
packed 1L of oil and had only used a small amount.  The chains were adjusted twice in about 
3600km.  The bikes ran fantastically.  At one place I was refuelling the bikes and I noticed a nut 
sitting on the top of Cheryl’s engine.  It took a few minutes to recognise it as the nut off the rear 
tank mount/head steady.  I replaced it.  Some days later in Esperence I was riding Cheryl’s bike to 
get some grog and noticed a horrible ratling noise.  The nut had come off and the bolt was half out.  
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The nut was sitting on the top of the engine.  The bolt thread had been damaged but with the help of 
some tools from the owner of the B&B we were staying at I was able to force the nut back on. 
 
On  the freeway into Perth Cheryl started to slow down so I pulled over.  Luckily she was able to 
catch up to me but as she stopped so did the engine.   
 
I  tried the starter and there was a loud POP from under the l/h side cover.  I removed the cover and 
found the battery caps had popped off.  I hadn’t checked the batteries because you have to take them 
out to do it and it had boiled dry, possible because Cheryl was running on high beam.   I was able to 
get water into the battery and kick start the bike with a couple of kicks but as we set off again 
Cheryl put her headlight on and the bike stopped.   It then took many kicks to get to go again and as 
long as the light was off the bike would run.  I later found my battery was in a similar condition but 
my engine never stopped and the starter worked every time.  
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FRI 2nd APR   ADVENTURES OF TRAVELLING CARBERRY�S - EASTER 2010  
   
Mike Floyd and John Sharpe decided to visit Carberry factory, set deep in the hills 
amongst tall trees and the bush, on Guy Brown�s property at Launching Place. They 
travelled by car from Sydney and arrived Thursday ready for Easter. Mike, inter alia, 
wanted to ride his new Carberry V-twin Royal Enfield (also known as double barrel). John 
has a daughter living in nearby Melbourne.
